I vow to live the Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ by 
living in humility, in faith, in obedience and in compassion; within 
my state in life and according to the norms and Constitution of the 
Reformed Catholic Church and the Rule of this Order. 
 
 I vow to follow Jesus Christ through the living examples 
passed on from the humility of Francis of Assisi; the faith of Joan 
of Arc and the compassion of Theresa of Calcutta. 
 
 I vow obedience and reverence to the Constitutions of the 
Reformed Catholic Church and of the Order of the Holy Innocents.  
In the same spirit, I promise to obey those who are called to be 
ministers and servants of this Order. 
 
 I vow to love and honor God the Father Almighty; in part by 
showing the same love and respect I would show Him to everyone I 
should meet.  Further, I will treat all those I meet as though they 
were Jesus Christ, Himself. 
 
 I vow to help others in whatever I way I can, to the limit of 
my ability.   
 
 I vow to accept those tasks that God may put before me, 
whether I am willing or not.  Recognizing that God does not always 
follow my wishes, but His, I will honor Him by doing those things 
He asks of me.   
 
 I vow to see all people as Holy Innocents, and will strive to 
make their world a better place withholding any judgment on my 
part.
